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Participation Regulations
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Participation Regulations

1. General Provisions

* Thetermsand conditions of the Jeju International Art Fair (JIAF) apply to all participants of the art fair.
* The Organizing Committee reserves the right to request modifications to the conditions or regulations required of

participants to ensure a successful and effective event.

2. Screening and Selection of Galleries

* To maintain a high-quality art fair, the Steering Committee will determine participation through a formal screening process.
* The Steering Committee holds independent authority over application documents and may accept or reject applications at

its discretion.

* The Steering Committee may cancel participation at any time if false information is discovered in the application or if

participation conditions are violated.

* Participants are obligated to strictly adhere to the application deadline, deposit payment date, and full booth fee payment

date.

* The Steering Committee shall not be held liable for any damages or losses resulting from a participant's violation of the

participation conditions.

The Steering Committee may request detailed information regarding the exhibition plan and may prohibit the display of
works that do not meet the fair's requirements.

In the event that exhibited works are removed due to a violation of regulations, the participant shall bear all associated
costs.

Participating galleries must guarantee that the information provided in the application is true and that the exhibited works
are authentic.

If a forged work is discovered, the participant shall bear all civil and criminal liabilities.

3.Deposit
Early Bird: The application is valid only if the deposit of KRW 1,000,000 is paid by midnight on Apr 17, 2026(Fri), after
submitting the form.
Regular: The application is valid only if the deposit of KRW 1,000,000 is paid by midnight on May 29(Fri), 2026, after
submitting the form.

4.Withdrawal of Application
If the application is withdrawn by 23:59 on Jul 24 (Fri), 2026, the paid deposit and booth fee will be fully refunded.
No refunds will be possible for withdrawals made after this date.

5.Booth Allocation
The Steering Committee holds the final authority over booth allocation.
For operational reasons, the Committee reserves the right to move a previously assigned location or change the booth type
if necessary.
The Committee reserves the right to readjust doors, halls, and corridors, and may reposition exhibition facilities inside or
outside the booth (e.g,, fire extinguishers, electricity, pillars) depending on the venue environment.

6. Use of Booth
Participants may not sublease or transfer the exhibition space, in part or in whole, to others.
Participants are prohibited from exhibiting or advertising works other than those of the artists specified in the gallery
application. (Any changes or additions to the artist list must undergo prior review by the Steering Committee.)

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Participation Regulations

* The use of space (including the installation of works and tables) outside the rented booth’s vertical and horizontal boundaries
is strictly prohibited.
* Theapplicant or assigned staff must be present at the booth at all times and strictly observe the closing time.

7. Provision of Information
* Accurate information regarding exhibited works must be provided to visitors (e.g., work lists and details).
* The Steering Committee may request transaction information, such as sales status, and participating galleries are obligated to
provide this data.
* Regarding images submitted for the catalog, the Steering Committee shall be deemed to have permission to use the
copyright for promotion and advertising without separate consent, and shall not be held legally liable for such use.

8. Payment Regulations
¢ The full booth fee must be paid by 23:59 on Jul 24 (Fri), 2026.
* Failure to meet this deadline will be regarded as a withdrawal of participation, and the deposit paid at the time of application
will not be refunded.
* Participation may be canceled if the booth fee remains unpaid after the deadline.

9. Exhibitor Passes and Entry
* Exhibitor Passes: Passes are issued exclusively for participants and event staff; they are strictly non-transferable to third
parties.
Pass Allocation: Only a predetermined number of passes will be issued by the Steering Committee, and no re-issuance or
additional support is available.
Entry Requirements: Gallery representatives and participating artists may enter the venue using VIP cards, invitations, or
tickets.
Invitation Allowance: Participants will receive a designated quantity of VIP cards and invitations as determined by the
organizers.
Additional Purchase: Should more VIP cards or invitations be required, they may be purchased at a discounted rate set by the
Steering Committee.

10. Insurance and Liability

* Insurance Recommendation: Participants are strongly encouraged to obtain individual insurance coverage for risks such as
fire, theft, robbery, breakage, water leakage, flood, or damage to works during onsite transportation.

* Participant Responsibility: In all circumstances, participants bear full responsibility for any damage occurring to their own
artworks.

¢ Limitation of Liability: The Steering Committee shall not be held liable for any direct or indirect damage or loss, except for
personal injuries sustained by participants, visitors, or organizers during the exhibition.

11. Additional Installations and Electricity

* Pre-application: Requests for additional wall installations or facilities (lighting, electricity, power outlets, telecommunications,
etc.) must be submitted in advance via a formal application.

* Onsite Surcharges: Additional fees will apply for any onsite installations requested on the day of the exhibition.

® Furniture and Equipment: Additional furnishings may only be installed following prior approval from the Steering Committee.

e Utility Services: While the Steering Committee provides electricity and HVAC (Heating, Ventilation, and Air Conditioning)
services, it shall not be held liable for any loss or damage resulting from power outages.

* Safety Compliance: Participants are prohibited from using their own power connection facilities and must strictly adhere to
fire safety and security regulations.
